




















































































































































15.36.190 Construction materials and methods 
A. All new construction and substantial improvements shall be constructed with materials and utility equipment 
resistant to flood damage. 

B. All new construction and substantial improvements shall be constructed using methods and practices that 
minimize flood damage. 

C. Electrical, heating, ventilation, plumbing, and air-conditioning equipment and other service facilities shall be 
designed and/or otherwise elevated or located so as to prevent water from entering or accumulating within the 
components during conditions of flooding. 

D. All new, substantially improved, and/or reconstructed residential structures and manufactured homes shall: 
1. Have their indoor machinery and equipment that are part of the building elevated such that it is no less 
than one foot above the base flood elevation. 
2. Have their outdoor machinery and equipment that are part of the building strapped or bolted onto a 
platform that is no less than one foot above the base flood elevation.

SECTION THIRTY-FIVE. Severability. If any section, subsection, paragraph, sentence, clause, or phrase of 
this ordinance is declared unconstitutional or invalid for any reason, such decision shall not affect the validity of 
the remaining parts of this ordinance. 

SECTION THIRTY-SIX. City staff are hereby directed to complete preparation of the final ordinance, 
including correction of any typographical or editorial edits. 

SECTION THIRTY-SEVEN. This ordinance shall be in full force and effect five days after its passage, 
approval and publication as provided by law.
